Course Overview
BUS 217W will help you develop critical thinking and business communication skills to succeed in today’s global economy. You will learn to analyze complex business situations, make informed decisions, and solve problems effectively through engaging discussions, case studies, and practical exercises.
The course will cover various aspects of critical thinking, including logical reasoning, problem-solving, data analysis, decision-making, and effective communication. Applying critical thinking to persuasive business communication will improve your ability to make reasoned, credible, well-organized arguments to support your ideas. As this is a “W” course, the emphasis will also be on developing your ability to demonstrate your critical thinking skills through business writing.
This course consists of a two-hour class that introduces and practices critical thinking skills through experiential learning, complemented by a one-hour tutorial. The tutorial is designed to support your development of critical thinking with practical exercises and assignments.

Course Structure
Students are expected to attend and participate as required in all class activities. You are expected to attend all lectures and tutorials, as you will be working on exercises and assignments individually and in groups during part of class time. The general format of the classes will be as follows:
The lecture is based on a weekly topic for critical thinking in business and a class discussion on business cases.
The tutorials will support the strengthening of critical thinking and communication skills.
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
