Course Overview
Professional Development – Summit is a co-requisite to BUS 478. The course encourages you to reflect on how your academic and practical experiences from the Bachelor of Business Administration program have merged. Working with SFU Beedie Career and Student Services, you will translate and express your growth as a learner and a professional in preparation for the next phase of your professional journey.
You will be equipped with the tools and mindset necessary to navigate professional environments with confidence and integrity by the end of the course. Course objectives include:
· Reflect on and integrate learning from academic courses and co-curricular activities, with a focus on the Beedie themes of innovation, social responsibility, and global perspectives.
· Develop effective communication skills to articulate your learnings and experiences to other professionals in various contexts, including job interviews, networking, and cross-functional teams.
· Cultivate leadership through influence, community engagement, and mentoring, fostering a spirit of collaboration and giving back to your professional communities.
Course Structure
The course uses a blended delivery model by combining both in-person and asynchronous learning to offer a comprehensive experience. The course begins with a 1-hour introductory session that sets the stage for the topics and course expectations. We will have three intensive 3-hour sessions spread over the semester where students dive deep into course objectives. Other topics are covered on weekly basis through asynchronous model delivered through Canvas. 
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
